And they are desired to pay a
strict regard and attention to the 28d Article, which is in these
words: “ No Commissioned, Non-commissioned Officer, or private,
shall withdraw himself from the Company to which he belongs,
without a discharge from the Commanding Officer of the Battalion ;
nor shall such person be received in any other Company without
such discharge.?’
