Upon hearing of Andrew O’Brian, now confined in Goal, who
was sent from Morris County on suspicion of being a Tory, it ap-
pears that he is a Soldier of Capt. William Chambers’ Comp’y now
in the Continental Service, and was lately taken prisoner on York
Island, but made his escape from the enemy.

Ordered, that the said Andrew be discharged out of Prison, and
that he have a Pass to join his Comp’ now in Philadelphia.

Beck he the Colo. should be a dead man ; that
sometime ago, the Colo. sent to the said Wm.’s house for a Drum
belonging to his Battalion, the sd Wm.’s son Leonard being a
Com’y Drummer, & refused to go with the Battalion; that Wm.
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-Beck replied he should not have the Drum & that if the whole
Battalion were to come they should not have it, for he had Powder
& Lead in his house for 24 hours & would defend himself; Martin
Ashbach, beirg also present, said, yes, & for a much longer time.

Major Kryder confirms what the Colo. says, & that all the Becks
above named were present at his house & had hold of Colo. Dreis-
bach.

Robt. Young saw Fred’k Beck lay hold of Colo. Dreisbach by
the Neck and drag him towards the Stair Case.

Capt. Strouse testifles to the same purpose.

William Beck upon his examination confesses to the charge laid
against him by Colo. Dreisbach and that he is sorry for what he
has done.

Upon hearing the parties and their Evidences, it is Ordered that
William Beck, Senr, ask pardon of Colo. Dreisbach & his Otficers
for offending them in such a Manner, and promise to behave him-
self for the future, and that he give Security for the same and pay
his Costs ; And that the other Defnd’ts, being all Associators, re-
turn to their respective Battalions, and there be tried by a Court
Martial for their bad conduct.

William Beck, Senr, tent in £40, Samuel Wilson tent in £20,
Philip Storm tent in £20, Cond’d, for the good bebavior of the said
William towards Colo. Dreisbach and his Officers for the space of
one year, & pay Costs.

Conrad Omensetter appeared in Committee and made complaint
that his large Flat had been lately taken from him down to Easton
Ferry in Order to carry over part of Genl. Sullivan’s Army where
the said Flat still remains, whereby the said Conrad sustains great
damage as well at his Ferry as at his Grist Mill, Many of his Cus-
tomers living on the opposite side of the River, which he cannot
fetch over, Praying that he may be allowed a reasonable compensa-
tion for the Use of his Flat.

For certain treasonable practices committed by them against the
said State, as well in signing certain papers to the prejudice of the
American Cause, as in their Conversation, &c.

Peter Gift says that Jacob Oswald read the papers to him and
that he heard Philip Moser say if they signed that paper they might
stay at home & not go with the Militia, for the Militia were a going
to draft & if any of the Signers should be fetched by the Militia
they would defend themselves & Assist one another ag’st them.

Andrew Miller says, that he heard Philip Moser say that there
was a Proclamation given out that they should have peace again,
as in the year 1763, if they laid down their Arms, and whoever
sign’d that paper might have peace. That William Thomas & his
two Brothers & Samuel Custard were present at the Meeting held
at Burghart Moser’s in Lynn Township.

Frederick Sander says, that the intent of Signing that paper was
that whoever signed it might stay at home, & not go to the Camp
with the Militia.

Jacob Oswald says, that Willikm Thomas came to his house on
the evening of the 16th December last, Jacob Wertman being in
Company with him ; W. Thomas asked this examinant to go along
with him to Philip Moser’s, & that he should take pen & ink with
him ; accordingly they went together to said Moser’s; in the mean-
tine Wertman went and gave Notice to Daniel Oswald & others
to attend to said Moser’s also; when they came to Philip Moser’s,
‘Wm. Thomas said to said Jacob he should draw a piece of Writing
which they would sign in Order to defend themselves against the
Wycming People and others who had threatened to come and de-
stroy their property; which the s’d Jacob Oswald at first refused
to do, but however, afterwards consented and the 8’d Wm. Thomas
& Philip Moser told him what to write word for word, Thomas

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dictated more than Moser ; said Oswald took only a Minute of the
Writing that Evening in Order to Write it next day ; Wm. Thomas
& Philip Moser gave Natice to those present to attend at Burg-
hart Moser’. next day by 10 O’Clock in the forenoon, in Order to
Sign the said paper; Next day Jacob Oswald went to Burghart
Moser’s & wrote the paper which is the same now shewn to him by
the Committee—Wm. Thomas told him to put a penalty in the
same which he did of Fifty pounds. )
Same Meeting.

Colo. Geiger says, that when William Thomas was a prisoner at
the house of Michael Shnyder about the 24th Decem’r last, the said
Thomas said to the Colonel, I am a prisoner now, but Lord Howe
will be over the Delaware in a short time and then you will be a

prisoner.
Philip Moser says, that it was strongly reported that some of the

Militia under Colo. Geiger and some from Wyoming would come
and take away all their clothing,and for that reason they had made
the Writings in order to defend themselves; that Philip Anthony
had been up at Wyoming and had told the people there that he the
said Moser was a great Tory and that they should come down and
destroy his Effects.

George Faas at the
instance of the Pltff.—both parties appeared; the Pltff., Thomas
Stephen, complains that about the month of June, 1775, he left at
the house of the said George Faas and in his care, a Chest contain-
ing sundry Clothes or wearing apparel and other effects as pr. In-
ventory thereof now produced, into Committee, appears; that some
time after the said Thomas enlisted into the Continental Service,
where he continued for the space of 20 Months; that upon his re-
turn from the Service he came to the house of the said Faas where
he lay sometime sick ; that after he got better he made enquiry
after his Clothes, &c., which he had left there; but could get no
satisfaction whatsoever as Faas would not so much as let him go to
his Chest. The Pltff. declares that he saw one of Faas’ Daughters
wear a handkerchief which belonged to him & which he took off
her neck ; and that he can testify by several who saw his Clothes
wore by some of Faas’ family especially his Shirts.

George Faas, upon his examination confesses, that he hath sev-
eral of the Pltiff’s Effects and Wearing Apparel in his Possession
which he detains for security of a Debt due to him from the said
Thomas during his sickness ; but cannot say, whether all the Goods
mentioned in the said Inventory were left in his house or not, hav-
ing never examined into the same; however, said Faas acknowl-
edges two pair of stockings, one pair of Shirt sleves & one pair of
Butts the property of the s’d Thomas to bhave been taken by some
of his family and committed to their use.
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Ordered that the said George Faas deliver to this Committee at
Easton on Wednesday the 14th Instant, all the Wearing Apparel,
Goods & Effects whatsoever which he or any of his family hath in
possession, belonging to the said Thomas Stephen in Order that
this Committee may be able to judge what things are missing, and
what damage the other things have received which are yet to be
found—and that both parties with their Evidences appear on the
day afs’d, in Order to have a more particular enquiry into the mat-
ter now in dispute.

Brout. from the Meeting of Committee May 14th, 1777,

Evidence against William Johnston.

Daniel Smoak saith, that about the 6th of this Instant, being
then in Company with William Johnston of Mount Bethel Town-
ship, at the house of John Cunningham in Sussex County, New
Jersey, he heard the said William express himself as follows: that
it had been threatened to put him the sd. William into Goal ; but
that he did not care, for he would not remain long there; that
16,000 Tories had already joined the Regulars but that he the s'd
William would not meddle nor make ’till they would seize his
Goods and then he wou’d defend himself ; that Christopher Ensley
of Sussex County afs’d would be revenged on all those that bought
Goods at the Vendue of his Effects; that Ensley was on Prospect
hill at the time of the Vendue and saw what passed.

John Scott saith, that about the 2d Instant the said William John-
ston came to his house, and, in a conversation with said Scott, told
him that our present War was a papish Rebellion and a Cromwell’s
Rebellion ; for the Cromwells were always in Rebellion.

Thomas Sillyman saith, that sometime ago in a conversation with
the said William Johnston, Johnston told him that James Stewart
and Joseph Lowry were a goingdown to the Regulars with a small
party ; and that if the sgid William was not so engaged in distill-
ing he would go along with them.

Daniel Smoak represented to the Committee that he had become
Security before Anthony Moore & Nathaniel Britain two of the
Members of the Committee for the said William Johnston’s appear-
ance here this day to answer unto such matters & things as should
be objected against his annual place of abode; and that since his
becoming Security as afsd. the said William had left\his usual place
of abode, and made his escape out of this State, praying for some
relief in the Premises; Whereupon it is agreed by the Committee
that an Order be granted to the said Daniel Smoak to seize the
Effects of him the said Johnston sufficient to indemnify him for
his being Security as afs’d, An Appointment, whereof he shall re-
turn to this Committee.
